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Grand Prize Angel Gurria Former Secretary-General, OECD

Dr. Gurria was born in 1950. He served as Secretary-General of the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) from 2006
to 2021 following a dlstmgumhed career in public service in his country, including positions as Mexico's Minister of Foreign Affairs and Minister
of Finance and Public Credit in the 1990s. He developed the OECD as a pillar of the global economic governance architecture, which includes the
Group of Seven. the Group of Twenty, and the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation, and as a reference point in the design and implementation of
better policies for better lives. Dr Gurria has participated in various international non-profit bodies, including the Population Council and the Center
for Global Development, both based in the United States. He is a member of the International Advisory Board of Governors of the Centre for
International Governance Innovation.

A globalist promoting transnationalism and inclusiveness who designed functional
policies as a pillar of global economic governance

Dr. Gurria broadened OECD's membership with the accession of Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Estonia, Israel. Latvia, and Slovenia, making the
organization more inclusive by strengthening its links with key emergmgeconomles Under his watch, the OECD led efforts to reform the
international tax system and improve governance frameworks in anti- corruptlon and other fields. He heralded a new growth narrative that
promotes well-being, including of women and youth, and scaled up the OECD's contribution to the global agenda, including the Paris Agreement
on Climate Change and the adoption of the Sustainable Development Goals.

Dr. Mari Elka Pangestu was born in 1956. She is Managing Director for Development Policy and Partnerships at the World Bank since 2020. She
served as Indonesia's Minister of Trade from 2004 to 2011 and as Minister of Tourism and Creative Economy from 2011 to 2014. Most recently.
she was Senior Fellow at the Columbia School of International and Public Affairs. Professor of International Economics at the University of
Indonesia. and a Board Member of tlle Indonesia Bureau of Economic Research (IBER).

Dr. Mari Elka Pangestu has more than 30 years of experience workmg in academia, government, and international organizations as an expert on
international trade, Investment, and sustainable development in multilateral, regional, and national settings. As Minister of Trade, she led
international trade negotiations and cooperation for Indonesia. She is the first female Chinese Indonesian to hold a government cabinet position
and has played an active role in the World Trade Organization and in promotmg regional cooperation at the Association of Southeast Asian
Nations and at the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation.

Indonesia and other countries. She was a Member of the Leadership Council and she has contributed to sustainable global economic development.
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Cultural Prize KUMA Kengo Architect, University Professor and Professor Emeritus, The University of Tokyo

KUMA Kengo was born in 1954. He established KUMA Kengo & Associates in 1990. He is currently a University Professor and Professor Emeritus
at the University of Tokyo after teaching at Keio University and the University of Tokyo. KKAA projects are currently underway in more than
30 countries. KUMA Kengo proposes architecture that opens up new relationships between nature, technology, and human beings. His major
publications include the complete works (Daiwa Shobo), Ten Sen Men (“point, line, plane”, Iwanami Shoten), Hito no Sumika (“shelters for people”,
Shincho Shinsho), Makeru Kenchiku (Architecture of Defeat, Iwanami Shoten), Shizen na Kenchiku (Natural Architecture, Iwanami Shinsho),
Chii-sana Kenchiku (Small Architecture, Iwanami Shinsho) and many others.

KUMA Kengo aims to design architecture which naturally merges with its cultural and environmental surroundings, proposing gentle, human
scaled buildings. He is designing large-scale architectural project around the world in search of new materials to replace concrete and steel, and
seeks a new approach for architecture in a post-industrial society.

He thinks that material is important, he is good at manipulating nature and light, and he opens up new relationships between nature, technology,
and human beings. His design vision expresses the emotional content of materials, linked to intrinsic characteristics in construction and the
teachings of Japanese traditions. His further success on a global scale and great contribution to continuous cultural development in East Asia are
remarkable.
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Memorial Prize Lee O-Young (1934-2022) First Minister of Culture, Republic of Korea

Mr. Lee was born in 1934. He was a prominent critic and he also served as the first Minister of Culture of the Republic of Korea. As Minister of
Culture, he established the Korea National University of Arts. He served as a professor of Ewha Womans University, a member of the Northeast
Asia Trilateral Forum.

Mr. Lee led cultural events such as the opening and closing ceremonies of the 1988 Seoul Olympics. He served as the first Minister of Culture of
the Republic of Korea, and he built the foundation of cultural policies. As member of the Northeast Asia Trilateral Forum, he continuously
preached the peaceful development of countries with similar cultural backgrounds. He was a Selection Committee member of the first three Asia
Cosmopolitan Awards, to which he contributed outstanding wisdom. For his distinguished achievements to develop the cultural relationship
amongst East Asian countries, the Memorial Prize of the 5th Asia Cosmopolitan Awards is awarded to Mr. Lee O- young.
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Memorial Prize Ponciano S. Intal, Jr. (1949-2019) Former Senior Economist and Senior Policy Fellow, ERIA

Dr. Ponciano S. Intal, Jr. was born in 1949. He obtained his PhD in Economics from Yale University in 1983. He was President of the Philippine
Institute for Development Studies and served as Deputy Director-General of the National Economic and Development Authority. He was a Full
Professor and University Fellow at the De La Salle University. He was a Senior Economist and a Senior Policy Fellow at the Economic Research
Institute for ASEAN and East Asia (ERTA) from 2009.
